2 Usage

The purpose of this package is to provide command, based on \includegraphics , to insert
graphic elements inline, with automatic positioning and scaling.

The code determines (total)height and, if necessary, depth of letters in the current font, in order
to position the image correctly :

• (total)height is given by (total)height of qH in the current font ;

• depth is given by depth of qH in the current font.

In order to adjust manually size/positioning, [keys] are available.

3.1 Arguments

The macro for inline insertion is \inlinegraphics .

\inlinegraphics(*)[scale=...,strut=...]<includegraphics options>{image}

The starred version remove depth positioning, wheres normal version include depth.
Available keys are:

• scale : re-scaling of compute height (default 1 ) ;

• strut : characters for height/depth (default qH ).
